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Scighera. The new sports era.

The design of Scighera is based on a load-bearing chassis
made from a mixture of aluminium and carbon structures.
However, the body is made entirely from aluminium. The
vehicle has a maximum length of 4320 mm, width of 1980
mm and height of 1145 mm.

The reason why.

Scighera should not be interpreted as the product of a ri-
tual styling exercise. It was conceived with a view to possi-
ble limited series production. In terms of materials used,
Scighera had to satisfy strict criteria of industrial feasibility
and of economic viability. Nevertheless, none of the capti-
vating creative craftsmanship has been lost - far from it.
The clear intention has been to highlight the manual skills
of Italdesign.

Born to be sport.
In its general design, Scighera breaks away from the tradi-
tional single-box shape which, over the last few years, has
been a typical feature of mid-engined cars. The designer has
aimed to define a turning point in moulding the
elements which make up the body. The large mud-
guards, the slender front headlamps and the equal-
ly slender vertically-oriented tail lights are all im-
mediately striking. Whilst the vehicle has a clo-
sed configuration, its swift transformation into a
spider version is possible. A 3,000 cc Alfa Romeo
V6 cylinder bi-turbo engine, mounted in mid-po-
sition length-wise, delivers 400 b.h.p. The se-
quential gearbox has 6 speeds and is located cen-
trally between driver and passenger in front of the
engine, enabling better distribution of weight
between the axles. The clutch is electronic and
there is permanent integral transmission. The front
suspension is also worth particular mention. It is
based on the "push road" principle and has a sin-
gle shock absorber. This is another important me-
chanical feature so far unprecedented in road vehi-
cles. Ergonomically, although this is a sports su-
percar, it has also been designed for road use.

The interiors.
The interior has been afforded the greatest of care and offers
particular comfort. The fine Connolly upholstery and leather
accessories are a perfect example. The strictly two-seater
passenger compartment is very comfortable and
offers ample room. The position of the seats is
fixed and the steering column and pedal unit are
adjustable, providing greater ease of access. Howe-
ver, the incline and height of the driver’s seat only
may be adjusted. Scighera, with its features and
noble birth, could not fail to be considered for pos-
sible competition use: the racing version remains
virtually identical in style, but the body is made
from carbon, rather than aluminium, in order to
reduce the weight.
